The buildings have a wide range of
professional tenants, from financial planners and certified public accountants to insurance agents and
mortgage companies. The purchase price for Fairway Center was $5.9 million and $6.5 million for 6600
Building.

ATC Partners has aggressively pursued multi-tenant office buildings throughout California, focusing on
high-quality assets that cater to small businesses.

“This could be the beginning of our expansion up into Oregon and Washington,” Halper said. “Our business
plan calls for aggressive growth.”
